Introduction

The following report covers ongoing issues surrounding Club 195 in Epping.
Since August 2008 there have been forty recorded crimes relating to the club
from minor thefts to the serious violent disorder resulting in eight people
suffering stab related injuries on Friday the 26" of September 2009.

Club 195 is located at 195 Epping High Street, Epping it is positioned just off
of the main street down a side road (Cottis Lane), between the main strip of
Epping High Street and Bakers Lane (See Appendix A). The club has a
capacity of five hundred people and is currently licensed 1100 HOURS to

0400 HOURS Monday to Sunday.
There is taxi firm stationed at the rear of the club and a drop off point

accessible on the High Street side of the club.

Crime

Of the aforementioned forty crimes, twenty one are serious assaults with
thirteen being recorded as actual bodily harm and six recorded as grievous
bodily harm. Further to this five common assaults have been recorded along
with one drug related incident. Below is a breakdown of serious crimes
recorded including details of each offence starting with the most recent

incident of violent disorder/GBH.

8 stabbing related injuries (3 serious) approximately 40 people involved

On the 26" of September 2009 at approximately 0225 hours forty people were
involved in a large scale fight inside and then outside of the club. The Edge
which is positioned next to Club 195 has had a similar incident inside that has
spilled out into the group from Club 195.

The initial text on the incident reads “THE WHOLE CLUB IS FIGTHING,
THERE IS NO WEAPONS INVOLVED OTHER THAN BOTTLES AND
GLASSES.” Three members of the public were considered to have serious
injuries upon arrival at hospital. ho suffered a five inch cut
to the neck lost consciousness and required surgery, the injuries were

considered life threatening by the hospital.
ffered puncture wounds to the back of the head and face

and was at one point in a critical condition and transferred to resuscitation.
dvent into major injuries due to a broken nose and stab
wounds to his chest and arms. There were a further five victims of stab

wounds along with multiple people with minor injuries.

This investigation is still ongoing and will be handled by Detective Sergeant
Carrington at this stage only one suspect has been arrested. The club was
closed the following night and scene was held on the area for some time.

Night Time Public Order Action by Essex Police

Essex Police currently commits a number of officers to policing public order
on Friday and Saturday evenings in Epping Forest District to deal with the not

only the aforementioned incidents but also others in the area.
Over traditionally busy periods such as the summer months approximately

eight Police Constables and one Police Sergeant along with four Police
Community Support Officers are tasked with solely policing the pubs and

clubs of EFD on a Friday and Saturday nights.
At other times four officers are tasked specifically with covering the areas of
Loughton and Epping on these days with support from the response shifts that

run with a minimum of one sergeant and eight officers.
Due to the number of officers often needed to cover public order and other

alcohol related crime. Epping Forest Police’s capability to deal with
burglaries, stolen vehicles and respond to other incidents can be seriously

impacted on these evenings.

Other information

Epping High Street around the area of 195 Club is also subject to public order
incidents on a regular basis on Friday and Saturday evenings. Solid data on
this is not available at the time of this report as it is requnred to be accessed

from the storm system.
