REASON FOR REFUSAL 
 

1 The proposal represents inappropriate development in the Metropolitan Green Belt 
which by definition is harmful to the objectives of including land in the Green Belt 
and is therefore at odds with Government advice contained in the NPPF and policy 
GB2A of the adopted Local Plan and Alterations. This includes the development of 
housing and community facility within the boundaries of the Green Belt for which no 
very special circumstances sufficient to outweigh the very significant harm to the 
openness of the area and any other harm have been demonstrated. 
 

2 The site is considered to be unsustainable in respect of proximity to shops, services 
and facilities in Waltham Abbey such that the town would continue to sprawl 
eastwards with residential properties further detached from these services and 
future occupants and users of the community facility are likely to resort to the use of 
private motor cars. Therefore the proposal is contrary to policies CP1, CP3, ST1, 
ST2 and ST3 of the adopted Local Plan and Alterations and national guidance in the 
NPPF.  
 

3 The setting for the proposal is in an identified area of high overall landscape 
sensitivity to change; while the proposal makes space for internal landscaping a 
development of the scale proposed could not be integrated successfully into the 
landscape context and as such would have a detrimental impact on its landscape 
character. As a result of the nature of the location, including its openness to views, 
the removal of existing vegetation and the ineffectiveness of screen planting, the 
development would also have an adverse visual impact on the appearance of this 
area of sensitive landscape and on the Waltham Abbey settlement edge. As a result 
the proposal is incompatible with Local Plan and Alterations policies LL1 and LL2.

The officer introduced this item and explained that after the agenda was produced a revised layout 
plan had been submitted which widened the access to the site, reduced the number of parking 
spaces within the site to 6 but increased their size to meet adopted standards and removed the bin 
store from the prominent position at the front of the site.  In addition a Water Vole survey had been 
submitted, which indicated that there was no evidence of water voles in the brook behind the site. 
The officer explained that this amended layout had been considered by the Highways Officer from 
Essex County Council and it was accepted that the first reason for refusal, relating to the width of 
the access had been overcome and that the bay size criticism in the second reason for refusal had 
been addressed, but that the highway objection relating to inadequate parking provision within the 
site and inadequate turning space remains. 
The case officer explained that the revised layout had resulted in the garden sizes of the 
properties being reduced even further and that the fact that no water voles had been found was 
good to know, but that the Environment Agency objection based on the lack of adequate buffer 
zone to enable ecological enhancements was still valid. 
The officer recommendation therefore remains to refuse for reasons 2, 3 and 4 in the report 
although reference to parking bay sizes, cycle storage and refuse storage could be taken out of 
these. 
Members considered the revised proposals and felt that due to the proximity of the site to shops, 
doctors surgery, school, parking facilities, a children’s play area and open space, the site was a 
sustainable location in which it was appropriate to accept lower parking provision and amenity 
space.  They considered that the proposal which was well designed, would provide small units  
which could meet the needs of young couples or the elderly and  was in accordance with the 
NPPF. 
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The application was therefore Granted subject to the following conditions 
 
CONDITIONS 
 
1 The development hereby permitted must be begun not later than the 

expiration of three years beginning with the date of this notice. 
 
 

2 No construction works above ground level shall have taken place 
until documentary and photographic details of the types and colours 
of the external finishes have been submitted to and approved by the 
Local Planning Authority, in writing, prior to the commencement of 
the development. The development shall be implemented in 
accordance with such approved details. 
 
 

3 The access, parking and turning areas shall be provided in 
accordance with the approved plans prior to the first occupation of 
any of the dwellings hereby approved. 
 

4 Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning 
General Permitted Development Order 1995 as amended (or any 
other order revoking, further amending or re-enacting that order) no 
development generally permitted by virtue of Part 1, classes A, B, 
and E shall be undertaken without the prior written permission of the 
Local Planning Authority. 
 
 

5 A flood risk assessment and management and maintenance plan 
shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning 
Authority prior to commencement of development. The assessment 
shall include calculations of increased run-off and associated 
volume of storm detention using WinDes or other similar best 
practice tool. The approved measures shall be carried out prior to 
the substantial completion of the development and shall be 
adequately maintained in accordance with the management and 
maintenance plan. 
 
 

6 No development shall take place until a Phase 1 Land 
Contamination investigation has been carried out. A protocol for the 
investigation shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the 
Local Planning Authority before commencement of the Phase 1 
investigation. The completed Phase 1 report shall be submitted to 
and approved by the Local Planning Authority prior to the 
commencement of any necessary Phase 2 investigation. The report 
shall assess potential risks to present and proposed humans, 
property including buildings, crops, livestock, pets, woodland and 
service lines and pipes, adjoining land, groundwaters and surface 
waters, ecological systems, archaeological sites and ancient 
monuments and the investigation must be conducted in accordance 
with DEFRA and the Environment Agency's "Model Procedures for 
the Management of Land Contamination, CLR 11", or any 
subsequent version or additional regulatory guidance.  
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[Note: This condition must be formally discharged by the Local 
Planning Authority before the submission of details pursuant to the 
Phase 2 site investigation condition that follows] 
 
 

7 Should the Phase 1 Land Contamination preliminary risk 
assessment carried out under the above condition identify the 
presence of potentially unacceptable risks, no development shall 
take place until a Phase 2 site investigation has been carried out. A 
protocol for the investigation shall be submitted to and approved in 
writing by the Local Planning Authority before commencement of 
the Phase 2 investigation. The completed Phase 2 investigation 
report, together with any necessary outline remediation options, 
shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority 
prior to any redevelopment or remediation works being carried out. 
The report shall assess potential risks to present and proposed 
humans, property including buildings, crops, livestock, pets, 
woodland and service lines and pipes, adjoining land, groundwaters 
and surface waters, ecological systems, archaeological sites and 
ancient monuments and the investigation must be conducted in 
accordance with DEFRA and the Environment Agency's "Model 
Procedures for the Management of Land Contamination, CLR 11", 
or any subsequent version or additional regulatory guidance.  
[Note: This condition must be formally discharged by the Local 
Planning Authority before the submission of details pursuant to the 
remediation scheme condition that follows] 
 
 

8 Should Land Contamination Remediation Works be identified as 
necessary under the above condition, no development shall take 
place until a detailed remediation scheme to bring the site to a 
condition suitable for the intended use has been submitted to and 
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The 
development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved 
remediation scheme unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local 
Planning Authority. The remediation scheme must include all works 
to be undertaken, proposed remediation objectives and remediation 
criteria, timetable of works and site management procedures and 
any necessary long term maintenance and monitoring programme. 
The scheme must ensure that the site will not qualify as 
contaminated land under Part 2A of the Environmental Protection 
Act 1990 or any subsequent version, in relation to the intended use 
of the land after remediation.  
[Note: This condition must be formally discharged by the Local 
Planning Authority before the submission of details pursuant to the 
verification report condition that follows] 
 
 

9 Following completion of measures identified in the approved 
remediation scheme and prior to the first use or occupation of the 
development, a verification report that demonstrates the 
effectiveness of the remediation carried out must be produced 
together with any necessary monitoring and maintenance 
programme and copies of any waste transfer notes relating to 
exported and imported soils shall be submitted to the Local 
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Planning Authority for approval in writing. The approved monitoring 
and maintenance programme shall be implemented.  
 
 

10 In the event that any evidence of potential contamination is found at 
any time when carrying out the approved development that was not 
previously identified in the approved Phase 2 report, it must be 
reported in writing immediately to the Local Planning Authority. An 
investigation and risk assessment must be undertaken in 
accordance with a methodology previously approved by the Local 
Planning Authority. Following completion of measures identified in 
the approved remediation scheme, a verification report must be 
prepared, which is subject to the approval in writing of the Local 
Planning Authority in accordance with the immediately above 
condition.   
 
 

11 No development shall take place, including site clearance or other 
preparatory work, until full details of both hard and soft landscape 
works (including tree planting) and implementation programme 
(linked to the development schedule) have been submitted to an 
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. These works 
shall be carried out as approved. The hard landscaping details shall 
include, as appropriate, and in addition to details of existing features 
to be retained: proposed finished levels or contours; means of 
enclosure; car parking layouts; other minor artefacts and structures, 
including signs and lighting and functional services above and 
below ground. The details of soft landscape works shall include 
plans for planting or establishment by any means and full written 
specifications and schedules of plants, including species, plant 
sizes and proposed numbers /densities where appropriate. If within 
a period of five years from the date of the planting or establishment 
of any tree, or shrub or plant, that tree, shrub, or plant or any 
replacement is removed, uprooted or destroyed or dies or becomes 
seriously damaged or defective another tree or shrub, or plant of the 
same species and size as that originally planted shall be planted at 
the same place, unless the Local Planning Authority gives its written 
consent to any variation. 
 
 

12 No development shall take place until details of foul and surface 
water disposal have been submitted to and approved in writing by 
the Local Planning Authority. The development shall be 
implemented in accordance with such agreed details. 
 
 
 

13 Prior to commencement of development details of a scheme to 
enhance the biodiversity of the site shall be submitted to and agreed 
in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The approved scheme 
shall be carried out in accordance with an agreed timetable.
